Information Sheet for OCONUS Field Pricing/Assist Audit Requests

1.  This provides information to US Government personnel (Procurement Contracting Officers and CONUS DCMA contracting/pricing personnel) as to how to request proposal field pricing/or assist audit services for foreign contractors/suppliers.

2.  It is important to know the USG has entered into agreements for financial audit services with the following nations listed below.  Pursuant to these agreements,  audit services are performed by the respective nation’s audit agency instead of DCAA (Defense Contract Audit Agency). 
· France
· Germany
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Netherlands
· The United Kingdom  

3.  Requests for reciprocal financial audits of the foreign contractors/suppliers in the above nations are subject to the applicable Annex of the respective International Agreement signed at the Secretary/Minister of Defense level.  These international agreements can be found through the following link:

4.  Certain major programs are also subject to cooperative agreements with various foreign nations
(e.g. F-35, F-16, and Evolved Sea Sparrow Missile).  These cooperative agreements may contain provisions that impact proposal development and review.  In some cases, existing program cooperative agreements require that each signatory nation’s government, including nations other than those identified above, provide financial audit services on their participating contractors. It is important to understand these provisions and to identify them in your requests. Recommend that proposal requests be submitted as early as possible as audit reports should not be expected in less than 90 days.  Additional detail regarding individual cooperative agreements with regards to policy and procedures for audit requests can be accessed at their respective program offices. 
5.  Both types of agreements provide for reciprocal “no-cost” audits/reviews of proposals, systems, and technical reviews and each country retains the rights to review their nation’s contractor proposals.

6.  Pursuant to DFARS 225.870-5 and  PGI 225.870-1, field pricing/assist audit services for Canadian contractors/suppliers are performed by Public Services and Procurement Canada (PSPC) formerly Public Works and Government Services Canada (PWGSC).  Details pertaining to request for audit services for Canadian suppliers can be located in paragraph 13 of this document.

7.  For non-Canadian contractors/suppliers,  contractors/suppliers in nations not governed by reciprocal agreements  or not in programs subject to cooperative agreements,  audits are performed by DCAA in accordance with the criteria set forth in DFARS PGI 215-404-(c) (i);  Fixed-price proposal exceeding $ 10 million or Cost-type proposals exceeding $ 100 million.  Requests for these audits on these proposals should be sent directly to the cognizant DCAA field office.     Requests for proposals not meeting the criteria threshold should be sent to the cognizant DCMA contract management office utilizing the DCMA Foreign Contractors Request Form.  For DCMA requestors, the form is also located on the DCMA-INST 120 Resource Page.  



7.  Requestors should also be cognizant of export controls (e.g. International Traffic in Arms Regulations and Export Administration Regulations) as all Government personnel have the responsibility to safeguard US export controlled items they may come in contact with during the performance of their official duties.  For DCMA requestors, more detail on export controlled items can be found within DCMA-INST 313.  For non-DCMA requestors, more detail on export controlled items can be found at the export control authority responsible for export controls on your program.

8.  Working in an environment with foreign contractors and foreign nations presents distinct challenges such as:
· Language barriers
· Data exchange incompatibilities
· Business and cultural differences 
· Multiple time zones and varying work schedules 
· Country clearance requirements prior to undertaking site visits in foreign countries
· Email size constraints

9.  Foreign Nation Audit Reports/Work Products:
· Vary from nation to nation
· Derived from using each foreign nation’s local practices and methodologies
· Will not be provided in the same format or provide the same level of detail as a DCAA audit report or DCMA price analysis report
· Require considerable time to complete
· Clarification of audit results can be requested from the assigned foreign nation auditor
· Requestors are encouraged to provide comment on the feedback questionnaire that is included in some nation’s audit reports

10.   Based on historical data, audit reports should not be expected in less than 90 days from request with some nations requiring a considerably greater timeframe.   

11.  As complete request packages are critical to provide quality reports and mitigate foreign contractor challenges, accompanying this informational sheet are Canadian Supplier and DCMA Foreign Contractors request forms designed to address the complexity of the foreign contractor field pricing and assist audit environment.  
12.   For foreign contractors/suppliers in nations with reciprocal agreements (France, Germany, Netherlands and United Kingdom) or in programs subject to cooperative agreements:
· Requests for field pricing and assist audits made to foreign nation audit agencies by DCMA must be initiated by DCMA International.    DCMA International will initiate the request upon receipt of the DCMA Foreign Contractors Request Form from the PCO or CONUS DCMA personnel
· Utilize the DCMA Foreign Contractors Request Form.  For DCMA requestors the form is also located on the DCMA-INST 120 Resource Page.  




· Send complete request packages to the DCMAEuropePricingTeam@dcma.mil email ‘Inbox’.  
· For proposals and supporting documentation that exceed DCMA IT size limits, please use the AMRDEC SAFE Web Application (https://safe.amrdec.army.mil/safe/). 
· Incomplete requests will be returned to the requestor.

13.  For Canadian Supplier Requests:
· Utilize the Public Services and Procurement Canada (PSPC) Request Form..  An instruction guide to complete the form is also provided.  For  DCMA requestors,  these documents are also located on the DCMA-INST 120 Resource Page.

INSTRUCTION GUIDE FOR U.S. GOVERNMENT CLIENTS



Pre-Award Assist Audits, also as Supplier Proposal Certifications in Canada, are available to U.S. Government clients through a government-to-government arrangement when an assessment of a Canadian supplier proposal requires review.  The following is an instruction guide for U.S. Government clients on how and when to submit a Supplier Proposal Certification Request through DCMA Americas to Public Services and Procurement Canada (PSPC).



IMPORTANT:  The proposal must be either a sole source proposal or the single and only proposal received in response to a competitive tender (i.e. not a proposal on a competitive tender for which there were other compliant bidders).



Completing the Request Form



Top of Request Form



1. Check either the “New” or “Amendment” box, depending on whether this is the initial request or a subsequent amendment to the original.

2. Leave the “Client Ref. #” field blank.  This will be completed by the DCMA Americas Ottawa Office.



Part A - Requestor



1. Provide your name, title, e-mail address and phone number in Part A.

2. For Organization, select “Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA)”, as DCMA Americas is the direct client to PSPC.

3. At “If Other, Specify”, it is additionally helpful to identify your specific organization (i.e. within DCMA, DCAA, DOD or NASA).



Part B - Supplier



1. Provide the supplier name and all relevant contact information for the supplier contact.

2. At a time after you have submitted the form and received an acknowledgment from DCMA Americas that your request is being actioned, but sure to notify the supplier contact that he or she will be hearing from PSPC in the near future.



Part C - Proposal Details



1. Provide all relevant and available details related to the Canadian supplier’s proposal.

2. Specify “Yes” or “No” for any Export Controls (e.g. ITAR) in the proposal.  (The “N/A” option is for Canadian clients.)

3. Provide the U.S. solicitation or contract number as applicable.

4. Provide the value of the contract or proposed contract for which the Canadian supplier’s proposal will form a part.

5. Select the appropriate Contract Type (i.e. Firm-fixed-price, Cost-plus-fixed-fee, etc.) of the Canadian supplier’s proposal.

6. Identify the Prime Contractor in the U.S.



Part D - Certification Request Details



1. Nature of the Request: Choose from the available services (i.e. Full Rate Review, Full Technical Review, or specify portions thereof, or Determination of Commerciality of Goods/Services).  More than one selection is acceptable and will be carried out as part of the same request.  



Full Rate Review



For “Full Rate Review”, by default, PSPC will examine the following areas to the extent which they are present in the proposal:



· Labour rates

· Overhead rates

· Exchange rate

· Annual price escalation



You may specify if you would like only certain of the above areas reviewed.



Full Technical Review



For “Full Technical Review”, by default, PSPC will examine the following areas to the extent which they are present in the proposal:



· Level of effort

· Direct materials

· Any other direct costs (ex. Shipping, travel, etc.)

· Warranties

· Royalties

· Profit



You may specify if you would like only certain of the above areas reviewed.



Determination of Commerciality of Goods/Services



If requested, PSPC is able to assess that goods or services are, in fact, “commercial” as defined in FAR 2.101.



2. Requested Completion Date: Turnaround times for requests can vary widely, and are generally dependent on the complexity of the proposal, the number of cost elements at play, and the responsiveness of the supplier in providing cost support.  Most requests range from 20-60 business days.  Indicate the requested date by which you would like to receive the proposal certification.  PSPC will make every effort to meet request dates, and will provide prompt notice to DCMA where there is a foreseeable challenge in meeting that request date.



3. Attachments Provided with this Form: Select any documents that you are attaching with the form.
